Conclusion Lamia Crash (new evaluation)
According to the information we will announce some new conclusions about it:

Taking into account, that the main factors and contributors that the crash has happened, according to the Final Report of the Investigative Board of Colombia, were poor flight planning, fuel depletion, general organization troubles, and in the serious Safety  Management   aggravated decisions by a loss of situational awareness, and a mistaken decision making by the crew.
Of course, we accept that the Flight Dispatcher was a Crew member, and co-responsible in such crash because he was in charge of the flight planning, taking into account two factors in his actions, part of what has been called the "Dirty Dozen", (Docena Sucia). Complacency, that is excess of confidence in one's own abilities, by familiarity of the situation. This overconfidence, that causes the human being to act by carrying out an excessive tolerance in his actions, is the one that sometimes causes errors that lead to accidents. This is aggravated by the loss of situational   awareness of the Flight Crew, not taking into account the lack of fuel already close to their destination. We remark this again.
Let's talk now about the responsibility or the possibility of part the Flight Dispatcher to be able to stop the flight, enunciating regulations in Argentine the following:
We will take into account that the Flight Dispatcher for the Argentine regulation, such as, is jointly responsible for flight planning together with the Commander. Enunciating   in our   RAAC, (Argentine Civil Aviation Regulations), 121.2215 Operational Control Responsibility: "The Pilot in Command and the Flight Dispatcher are jointly responsible for the planning prior to the flight, delay, and the dispatch of the flight in compliance with these regulations, and with the Operations Manual's Procedures. The Flight Dispatcher will be responsible for: the cancellation or new dispatch of the flight if, in his opinion or in the opinion of the Pilot in Command, the flight cannot operate or continue the operation safely, as planned or authorized".

About flight tracking, we can also affirm that the Argentine regulation in its RAAC defines its part 121.2515 Flight release Authority: "No person can start a flight under a flight tracking system, without a specific authorization from the Flight Dispatcher or the Flight Operations Officer (EOV) designated by the Operator to exercise operational control over that flight".
It is also interesting to note that in the APADA Statute, figure as one of the many purposes in its statutes that a "Flight Dispatcher must not approve, in the exercise of his professional duties, flight operations that in their judgment could endanger lives or equipment, or that are not in accordance with the rules, regulations and regulatory procedures of the aerial activity".
We can mention also, or make a difference in the actions of the Flight Dispatcher in relation to his work, that it is important to separate these two concepts, since error is an action that deviates unintentionally from an expected behavior according to some standard. The error involves problems with the mental processing of the activity, or with information related to work. You commit a violation when you intentionally deviate from the regulations or procedures. These regulations are stated at National or International level and it is understood that the Flight Dispatcher as Aeronautical Personnel must respect them.
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
